Among the pieces he will feature is a rare large Regency dining table measuring 78” in diameter and a two-pedestal Georgian dining table. A set of 8 Heplewhite shield-back dining chairs is exceptional as is the very rare Irish card table with carved eagle heads on the legs. Rounding out his fine collection will be a George III Heplewhite mahogany sideboard with inlaid satinwood panels, circa 1790-1800. (Photo 3)

The richness and quality of James Wm. Lowery Fine Art and Antiques will be exemplified in his selection of furniture and objets d’art. Specializing in American pre-Industrial Revolution (1840) pieces, Lowery focuses on presenting antiques that represent exceptional form, design and integrity. Among the highlights of his offerings will be a set of four mahogany classical side chairs circa 1820-1825 and a fine quality American Chippendale highboy, circa 1750-1775 (Photo 4).

John Wilson, Wilson Main Line Antiques will feature wonderfully diverse offerings of both fine English and Continental 18th and 19th century furniture and accessories.

For art aficionados, Piccolo Art will offer a fine array of figurative works by listed artists. Two works of note will be a wonderful Italianate style painting of a New England row house with flowers (American School) and an oil on canvas by Robert Tolman, circa 1910 of his wife. Known also as specialists in portraits and portrait miniatures, they will feature a historic portrait of George Wilton (circa 1780) along with a hand-drawn map of New York City and his land holdings at the time.

Rounding out this exciting two-day event will be the opportunity to have your treasures appraised at the Certified Appraisal Clinic. The show will also offer expert glass, porcelain and pottery restoration and repair services. And, to add the perfect ambiance for the event, on Saturday, The Thomas Kneeland duo will perform throughout the day and on Sunday, classical violinist Daisy Joplin will perform.

For two exciting days, the Morristown Armory Antiques Show will be the destination for the finest in antique furnishings, accessories and art. From the important to the whimsical, this shopping event will offer something for everyone.

Photo 1: Lodge.weathervane.jpg: This copper weathervane, which still has lots of gilding on its surface, is of a full-bodied running fox.  It is 31 inches long and a plump, "furry" 5 inches wide. A hard-to-find form, this c. 1895 fox is attributed to the weathervane manufacturer J. L. Mott Iron Works, which was located on Beekman St. in NYC and on Wabash Ave. in Chicago.

Photo 2: CaraAntiques.ClariceCliff.jpg: Among the wonderful selection of pottery will be this English Art Deco "Clarice Cliff" pottery made from 1928 to 1937. This is a 12 inch Lotus vase called "Diamonds" made in the early 1930s.

Photo 3: White.GeorgeIIIsideboard.jpg: This fine George III Heplwehite sideboard, England, Circa 1790-1800, is inlaid with satinwood panels on the legs and the drawer faces have quarter fans.

The bold original set of brass hardware creates a choice pattern dressing the rich walnut surface.  Even the graduation of the drawers were favorably done to unite a sense of subtle beauty.  
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
